REPORT:

On March 16, 2024, Saturday, the Department of Physics and Internal Quality Assurance Cell
(IQAC) of the College jointly organised the “Inter-Collegiate University-Level Seminar Competition” for
undergraduate students in collaboration with the Indian Science Congress Association, Amravati Chapter
(ISCA), Indian Association of Physics Teachers (IAPT) (SRC-08 E Vidarbha) and Amravati University
Physics Teachers’ Association (AUPTA).

Under the guidance of Hon’ble Principal Dr. Atul K. Bodkhe the seminar competition was
inaugurated in the presence of distinguished jury members Dr. Gajanan T. Lamdhade, Professor and Head
Department of Physics, Vidya Bharati Mahavidyalaya Amravati, and Dr. Vinod S. Kalyamwar, Associate
Professor, Department of Physics, Bharatiya Mahavidyalaya Amravati.

In al 26 students enrolled for this competition from different colleges which are affiliated to the
Sant Gadge Baba Amravati University, Amravati. Out of them 20 students were present for this
competition. Seminar topics were focused on B.Sc. Physics syllabus. Jury members meticulously
performed their work and finally four winners were announced in the valedictory cum prize distribution
ceremony. The first Prize was given to Miss. Rutuja Rgesh Raut from Adarsha Science, J.B. Arts, and
Birla Commerce Mahavidyalaya Dhamangaon Rly., Dist.

Teachers feedback was taken from students, particularly about their availability, discipline,
time devotion, power of explanation, teaching methods, completion of syllabus regarding
evaluation and revision of curriculum, and many other aspects.

After the analysis of the student opinion, the committee observed the following.
Punctuality and Availability-

As per the student's opinion, about 96% of teachers are most punctual and available while the
remaining 4% are expected to be available and punctual .

Sincerity, discipline, and time devotion-

As per the feedback analysis, 94% of teachers are sincere in taking their classes regularly
working in adisciplined manner and devoting their time remaining 6% should be sincere and
work in adisciplined way and solve the problems of students.

Power of explanation and subject knowledge-

According to feedback as per the analysis, 97% of teachers have excellent subject knowledge
and power of explanation, and 3% should take some adaptive measures to increase subject
knowledge.

Teaching methods-

As per the feedback analysis, it is analysed that 95% of teachers adopt innovative teaching
methods, while 5% should improve teaching methods.

Completion of the syllabus-

Looking into analysis, as per student opinion about 95% of teachers complete their syllabus,
and the remaining 5% are expected to complete it.

M ethods of evaluation and revision of curriculum-

The feedback report of students shows that 93% of teachers evaluate the performance of the
students and take revisions of the syllabus while 7% are expected to evaluate.

Overdl it is observed from analysis of student feedback that the teachers who have secured
more than 97% working hard for the improvement of the college.
